MISSOURI BREAKS

NATIONAL BACK COUNTRY BYWAY
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The Missouri Breaks National Back Country Byway fraverses oné of the mast geologically unique and histarically
significant areas in Montana, Nature worked overtime here to fashion a ruggedly spectacular landscape that was
first dascribaed by Lenwis and Clark as “the Daserls of Amarica.' Fur traders would later refer ta this saction of the
Missouwri River as Mauvaises Terres, the 'Bad Lands.’
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Thia Byway leads visitors 1o scenas overlooking the Upper Missouri National Wild and Scenic River. It was
designated in 1976 to preserva the very values that are so abundant along the Byway. Tha Wild and Scenic
Missouwri River from Fort Benton down river to the James Kipp Recreation area is the foremost component of
the Lewas & Clark National Histonc Trall. The Byway northeast from Windred to Dewaese Hidge closaly follows
the Maz Parce Mational Histonc Trail,

The Missouri River below Fort Benton has been used for recreation for as long as Montanans have tumed to the
out-of-doors for relaxaticn during their leisure time, The area is remote, rugged, and inacocessibla in most places
except by boat or four wheel drive. But, it also has its beauty and its opportunities for solitude and recraation in
a primitive setting.

Under ideal conditions, a two whasal driva vehicla can nagotiate the entire Back Country Byway, but a vehicla
with high clearance is recommended. Large RVs should not attempt access to the Byway from Highway 191,
and should nat attempt the Two Calf Creek crossing or any of the side roads off of the Byway. H conditions are
less than ideal a four wheed drive vehicle is recommended.
